Such an
experience involves a sense of fear,
wonder and awe. An example of such a
religious intimacy would be Isaiah's
vision in the temple. It is interesting to
note, that the encounter of the numinous
with the human mostly condemns sin;
plundering, fraud and other such evils.

That they all may be one; that all of
them may be one, Father, just as you are
in Me and I am in You . . . , and the Holiness
of God is one and the same. The cleansing
of the Temple of Jerusalem, which
eventually led to the death of Jesus,  and
the preaching of Jesus to his inner circle
of the above mentioned words soon after
the cleansing depict that they all may be
one, join hands together, and try to build
the 'One Church of God', which should
be holy.

It is sad that our dissidents have
determined to deviate and be separated,
ignoring the motto of our churches for
various reasons. I feel those who walked
out of the holy sanctuary, wouldn't have
ever felt the presence of God like prophet
Isaiah.

We like to conclude this comment
of ours with the Parable of the Great
Dinner (St Luke 14; 15-24). The invitation
was given to everyone. But the ones who
received the invitation, ignored, gave
petty irrational excuses and went on their
ways. The Master's choice of guests
changed the whole scene. "Go out at once

The Moderator's Address

The Moderator's address though a very detailed
and attaractive one highlighting the important
ministry, we feel, some of the aspects regarding
the appointment of the Bishops of the Jaffna
Diocese and the North Karnataka Diocese should
be published in the Morning Star to clear the
dilemma of the readers.

"Jaffna and Karnataka Northern Dioceses:

Both the dioceses were without the Bishops for a
long time due to the prolonged litigations, which
prevented the process of election of panel for
Bishioric resulting leadership vacuum in the
Dioceses. Secondly the crisis situation in Sri Lanka,
namely ethnic war, the Tsunami & Local litigationlists
had delayed the process of election. Similarly in
Karnataka Northern Diocese, the litigations and
continued method of sabotage prevented the
election. As per the CSI Constitution, Chapter IV - 4
the election should take place on a day not earlier
than three months and not later than six months of
the date of the Moderator's mandate and no diocese
should be lept vacant for long time. The Church at
large is getting the blame because of vacancies for
Bishoprics to the vacant Dioceses for Bishoprics to
the vacant Dioceses resulting in lack of Episcopal
leadership in the respective dioceses.

As per Constitution of the Church of South
India Chapter VI - 37 (page 63) and in pursuance of
the decision of the Synod Executive Committee, the
selection Board for the appointment of Bishops for
Jaffna and Karnataka Northern Dioceses have met
and prayerfully selected the following:

a. Rev. Dr. Daniel S Thiagarajah for Jaffna
Diocese and
b. Rev. J. Prabhakar Rao for Karnataka
Northern Diocese.

Members of the Synod Executive Committee were
informed of the decision of the selection Boards and
that as many as 58 for Jaffna and 56 for KND werer
received which was more than the minimum required
for the subsequent process of consecration. To avoid
further litigations the Consecrations were
undertaken at the synod Centre. No Constitutional
provision is bypassed or violated, but on the other
hand the const9itutional responsibility to appoint
Bishops ot the vacant Dioceses was fulfilled..

Eliyathamby Samuel Thevasagayam who 
passed away recently in Colombo Srilanka  
was a  recognized academician and
philanthropist.  He is a son of the late Mr.
Eliyathamby, head master of the primary school
at St. John’s Chundikuli, Srilanka.  He earlier
served as a Zoology master at St.John’s Jaffna.
He was a calm  and confident teacher of
science in the higher forms and he also served
as a house master.  Many of his students
consider him as a pedagogue of 
consciousness and  capability with the
appropriate disposition.
After his  masters degree from the University
of Madras, he obtained his MSc from the
University of California and subsequently  got
his PhD. from the University of Korea  . He took
up the career as an entomologist and served
in the Medical and  the Agricultural Departments
in Srilanka.   Later he assumed duties as  a
consultant entomologist with the W.H.O serving
in the Far east and the Pacific countries.  Thus
his academic  excellence enabled him to  serve
his own school, his country and the world at
large.
His contribution  for the welfare of others was
not in the least insignificant.  He took over the
role of principal-ship at St. John’s at a time of
great need.

After  his predecessors has had a very tragic
and trying experience,  he dared to come back
to assume principal-ship in January 1987 to fill
the leadership vacuum.  During his time he was
able to collect funds from old boys and foreign
benefactors and build a new science bloc
consisting of laboratories, administrative bloc
and gymnasium.  Though the situation in Jaffna
prevented him from spending his time at St.
John’s,  he looked into the interests  of his Alma
Mater from Colombo, when  the late Mr.
Thanapalan helped him with the administration
of the school.  At Colombo he established a
firm to provide IT skills for the Tamil youths and
also give them opportunities of employment. 
During the latter part of his life span he built
two blocs of buildings for the primary school at
